AN ORDINANCE AMEMNDING NO. 281 AND ESTABLISHING WATER AND SEWER RATES AND PROVIDING THE PROCEDURE FOR DISCONTINUANCE OF WATER SERVICE FOR NONPAYMENT OF WATER AND SEWER RATES AND FOR NONPAYMENT OF MUNICIPAL GARBAGE COLLECTION FEE ALSO ESTABLISHING A RETURN CHECK CHARGE


AND METER POLICY





	WHEREAS it is necessary to amend Ordinance No. 281 and to provide for discontinuance of water and sewer and municipal garbage collection fee, now therefore,


	


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF AVON, BON HOMME COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA





	Section 1.  Beginning February 1, 2005, all water rentals in the City of Avon, South Dakota, shall be and the same are hereby set at Seventeen Dollars and Fifty Cents ($17.50) per month minimum for the first One Thousand (1,000) gallon, this includes sewer charges of Eleven Dollars ($11.00) per month.  All users over One Thousand (1,000) gallons per month shall be charged Four Dollars and Fifteen Cents ($4.15) per thousand.





	Section 2.  All water meter shall be read on the first day of the month and payments as above stated in Section 1 are due on the 10th day of the month and if not paid by the 10th day of that month, said amount is delinquent.





	Section 3.  There shall be an additional charge of $5.00 per month for each delinquent water and sewer amount not paid.





	Section 4.  Once an account is two months delinquent a notice will be sent with a termination of service date.  If payment in full is not made by that date said service should be terminated.  Thereafter a Fifty Dollar ($50.00) reconnect fee shall be charged.  For those customers who want water service terminated to avoid minimum water/sewer charges a fee of Twenty-five dollars ($25.00) to resume service shall be assessed.


	


	Section 5.  A meter shall be provided by the city to each dwelling.  If the meter is damaged or destroyed due to the fault of the owner the owner shall then be responsible for the cost of replacing said meter.  If a customer chooses to have a different meter placed in an existing dwell for reasons other then damage to the meter the customer is responsible for the cost of the new meter.  For a new hook up there is a $50.00 deposit, which is return upon discontinuing the service if the bill is in good standing.





	Section 6.  A Twenty Dollar ($20.00) charge for all return checks given to the city shall here after be charged.





	Section 7.  All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict herewith are specifically repealed to the extent so changed or modified herein.
