AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO 293 AND

REGULATING THE HOURS LIQUOR LICENSE HOLDERS CAN BE OPEN
Be it ordained by the City of Avon, BON HOMME COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA:


Establishments which hold both a Liquor License and a South Dakota Food License may remain open after two o’clock A.M. to serve food.  All alcohol will be cleared from the tables and disposed of.  No “on-sale” dealer may sell, serve or allow to be consumed on the premises covered by the license, alcoholic beverages between the hours 2:00 o’clock A.M. and 7:00 o’clock A.M. the following day.


All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed.
