AN ORDINANCE 297  ESTABLISHING SNOW REMOVAL AND SANDING POLICY

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF AVON, SOUTH DAKOTA, BON HOMME COUNTY.

Section 1:  It shall be unlawful for any person or entity to park, place or allow to remain, along any curb or edge of any street or roadway within the corporate limits of the City of Avon, South Dakota, any vehicle, boat, trailer, camper, farm implement or machinery or any other item, after snowfall accumulations that exceeds two (2”) inches in any given twenty-four hour (24 hour) period of time. Failure to do so may result in ticketing and/or towing and/or a fine of $25.00 (plus court costs) the first day and increasing at $25.00 (plus court costs) per day thereafter until units is removed.

Section 2:  It shall also be unlawful to clean your residential driveway, sidewalk, or any other portion of your property and dispose of the snow by placing it on the street, on the alley or other’s property. A fine of $25.00 (plus court costs) per day may be imposed until the proper disposition of your snow.

REMOVAL

This is a general order for snow removal and may vary depending on day of the week, school start time or the amount of accumulation.
