Funding Priorities: Continuing students-those who we are currently funding are the top
priority. The reservation students are next-this means that you have graduated or
received your GED trom within the boundaries of the Rosebud Reservation. State
students are after this-this means you have graduated £Toma high school or received your
GED outside of reservation boundaries. Last, out of state students-this means you have
received your high school diploma or GED off the reservation and out of the state of
South Dakota.

REMEMBER: It is your responsibility to ensure your application is complete. It is not the
college's responsibility. All students are required to apply for a Pell Grant and be eligible
for federal financial aid. We do not assist students who are in default status. You must be
a full-time student (12 credit hours or more). Faxed applications will not be considered
for funding. Our office does not fund: 9 month certificate programs, 18 month certificate
programs, truck driving schools, licensure programs such as real estate, and any other
type of diploma program (such as pharmacy technicians and LPN programs).

Deadlines: Fall semester/quarter-July 15. Winter quarter-October 15. Spring semester-
December 1. Spring quarter-February 1. The deadline for summer school applicants is
April I-this is a separate application and provided funds are available. Senior students are
the priority for summer school.
